Prices shown are for the property per week in UK Pounds.  Payment in euros is acceptable if preferred – please ask for details.
Due to demand for longer holidays during the high season – 21st July to 31st August – we only accept two week (or longer) bookings.

Changeover day is a Sunday which is catered for by all the ferries and the majority of regional airlines.  For those who drive Sunday travel is quieter and there are no lorries on the road.  Also a Sunday changeover gives our guests the whole of Saturday which allows you to visit the Sainte Foy la Grande market, and to enjoy many of the village and town festivals and celebrations, most of which are on Saturdays.
Departure is requested by 10.30 am.  Arrivals are accepted from 4.30 pm.  However if you arrive in the area very much earlier and need to drop off cases or just want to sit in the garden we are happy to arrange an earlier arrival with the understanding that we need to complete the thorough clean between lets.
Bookings are for up to seven people.  There is room in all three bedrooms for a cot if required.  The provision of bed linen and towels is included in the above prices.  We also provide you with poolside towels.
You will have exclusive use of the barn conversion, the walled courtyard, the swimming pool and terrace, and the garden.  The owners live next door and share the parking area and are on hand for any problems or questions but otherwise respect your privacy.  You will only see us if you choose to.
In common with most holiday lets of this kind, the property will be thoroughly cleaned and the beds made prior to your arrival.  No maid service is provided after this point but all the facilities are available for laundering linen and light cleaning should you require them.  Should you require an extra clean mid-holiday you can arrange this with the owners.  The pool is regularly cleaned and the grass cut as necessary.  We make every effort to do these tasks at a time convenient to you.

A 25% deposit is required to secure your booking.  Your final payment is required two calendar months before departure after which no refund is made.  Should we be able to secure a replacement booking at this late stage we undertake to refund your money less the cost of any advertising.  

In the unlikely event of our having to cancel the reservation (which would only be in circumstances such as damage to the property which makes living in it impossible) we will refund your money in full.

We ask for a security deposit of £250 to cover any damage or breakages.  This is to be paid with your final payment.  It will be returned immediately after your stay and when we have checked that the house and contents are in good order and that nothing has been broken.

Should small items be accidentally broken during your stay we ask that you replace them locally with as similar an item as possible.  If any large items of furniture are broken we ask that you advise us immediately so that we can replace it.

The swimming pool is covered by a security alarm which sounds when any weight over 5 kg breaks the surface of the water.  Before swimming it is necessary to turn off the alarm – it automatically resets when the pool has been vacated and the water resettled.  This alarm does not replace human vigilance and we stress that, having supplied and activated the legally required pool security system, the ultimate responsibility for security around the pool is our clients.

The pool alarm will be explained to you in greater detail on your arrival.
